
 

The musical expression and the repertoire that 
Paolo Russo explores on his first solo piano 
classical album is deeply rooted in his early 
years when, as an external student at the 
classical conservatory in his hometown Pescara, 
Italy, he was under the wings of the legendary 
teacher Sg. Rachele Marchegiani, to whom the 
album is dedicated. The Baroque music has 
always held a big place in Russo's heart and has 
followed him from the early years to later in the 
background through the RMC (Rhythmic Music 
Conservatory) in Copenhagen and then 
throughout his long career as a pianist and 
bandoneonist - internationally recognized not least for his innovative approach to 
the bandoneon and his personal artistic expression. 

On the album "Paolo Russo Solo Piano Vol I - Clavicembalisti Italiani", you can hear 
this wonderful ancient material filtered through his authentic character and his fierce 
musical expression. As he describes it in his own words: 

“My approach, as a primarily rhythmical musician, to these brilliant pieces of Italian 
Baroque Music is quite unorthodox. I am inspired by the harmonic and rhythmical 
structures that are recognisable in my own music, as well as in some jazz music 

today. So I  mark the accents, place the tempos, feel the ‘grooves’ and the 
dynamics a little differently – and take some liberties where a classically trained 

musician perhaps wouldn’t.
